EDST 561 – Practicum (Independent Study)
NB: The policy and procedures outlined in this form are for students wanting to do a practicum as a form of independent study. Students taking EDST 561 as a class are not required to complete this form. 
Students undertake a practicum in order to contribute to their graduate studies through experiential or on-the-job learning.  Students must identify a setting  where they wish to learn about the work being performed at that site which has some bearing on their graduate studies. The intent of the practicum is not to simply undertake tasks or do observations, but to purposefully deepen their understandings about a subject or area of practice.  Working with a faculty member (their advisor or another faculty member), students are responsible for identifying a setting (organization or unit within an organization) and for negotiating with staff in that organization or unit what the kinds of tasks or work they will undertake and complete during their practicum; students should also negotiate the time period of the practicum. As noted, students must work with and gain approval from their graduate advisor (research supervisor or protem supervisor) for the practicum, outlining where, when, and what they want to learn, as well as the hours of work and the beginning and ending of the practicum.  Students must also identify relevant literature that they will review that supports and further informs that they are learning and doing during the practicum. The student must complete a proposal that describes the following items.
Practicum Proposal:
· Purpose of the 561
· How the practicum fits with the student’s program of study
· What tasks they will undertake and complete during the practicum
· The location, contact person, and length of time of the practicum 
· What literature will be read (including a tentative reading list)
· A description of what will be produced that will be the basis for a percentage grade (curriculum materials, policy framework, course outline, statement of teaching philosophy are some examples.)
· Criteria used for assessing the work done and products produced. 
Registering for a practicum:
Students cannot register for a 561 directly; they must do so through the Department’s Graduate Secretary. To register for a 561 students must have approval from both their advisor and the 561 supervisor. Complete the attached form, have it signed by both your advisor and the 561 supervisor, give a copy to your advisor and keep one for yourself. Submit it to the Graduate Secretary who will then register you in the course and put a copy of the signed form in your file. All practicum courses must be approved by your program advisor and the faculty member serving as your practicum supervisor.
